· Primary purpose of act is to increase access to high-quality workforce services and to prepare individuals with disabilities for Competitive Integrated Employment (CIE).
· Topics of presentation included WIOA and Employment First Policy
· Individuals ages 24 yrs or younger and Sub Minimum Wage (SMW) Job Placement after July 22, 2016
· Individuals of any age and SMW Job Placement prior to July 22, 2016
